School is now 

surrounded by new fencing, our whole corridoor has now been painted, Year 1 have a brand new door 

and ramp access to outdoor provision and we are delighted that our KS2 toilets have finally been 

refurbished. School is looking incredible, and we are looking forward to finally having parents back 

inside the building! 

 

The Department for Education have confirmed that from September we will no longer need to stay in 

our bubbles. This is wonderful news for us all and will mean that we can return to some sense of 

normality.  

 

DROP OFF AND PICK UP ARRANGEMENTS: 
 

Morning drop off: 

 

Nursery morning sessions will be 8.50-11.50 and the afternoon sessions will be 12.10-3.10 

Reception, Year 1,Year 2 and Year 3 (note the change of entrance for Y3 children) children can be 

dropped off at the main entrance from 8.30-8.40 and will go straight down into their classes.  

Year 4, Year 5 and Year 6 children can be dropped off at the KS2 entrance from 8.30-8.40 and they will 

go straight up to their classes. 

Daily Wake-up-Shake-Up will be held in the hall from 8.30-8.40 and all children from Reception to Year 6 

can take part in these sessions (just come to the top gate and go straight into the hall to join in) 

 

End of the day pick up: 

We are really mindful that returning to our ‘normal’ end of the day arrangements will feel very busy in 

comparison to what we have experienced over the past 18 months. With that in mind we would like to 

slightly stagger our end of the day pick-ups by five minutes.  

 

Nursery children will be dismissed from the main gate at 11.50 for those who are staying for the morning 

and 3.10 for other children

BREAKFAST AND AFTER SCHOOL CLUB 
Miss Rouse and Mrs Wilson will run both our Breakfast and our After School Club. The timings are as 

follows: 

Breakfast club will run from 7.45-8.45. The drop off point for Breakfast club is the KS2 door. 

After school club will run from 3-6 and the pick up point for After School club is the KS2 gate.  

 

Our wrap around care must be pre-booked for the half term to ensure that we can keep within the 

guidelines of staff to child ratios. Places can be booked through Mrs Wright (Natalie) in the office.

9.10.  This is an opportunity for us to celebrate academic achievements, children who have shone 

with our school values and those who have achieved certificates out of school.
